Project Introduction

Project Goals and Objectives

The overarching goals of the __________Coalition are:

1) to reduce substance abuse among youth and, overtime, among adults by 

addressing the factors in our community that increase the risk of substance abuse and promoting the factors that minimize the risk of substance abuse; and 

2) to establish and strengthen collaboration among communities, private nonprofit 

agencies and Federal, State, local and governments to support the efforts of our 

community coalition to prevent and reduce substance abuse among youth.

Specific to Goal #1, the following objectives relate to the baseline data established by the 2004 Coalition for a Drug-Free Greater Cincinnati Student Drug Use Survey data among youth in grades 7-12:
Objective 1: The rate of illegal drug use in the past 30 days among 7th through 12 graders will decrease by 5 percent by June 30, 2010.
Objective 2: The percentage of adolescents, in grades 7-12, who report high risk drinking in the past month will decrease by 15 percent by June 30, 2010.
Objective 3: The proportion of adolescents, in grades 7-12, who perceive great harm associated with illegal drug use will increase by 25 percent by June 30, 2010.
Objective 4: The age of first use for alcohol, tobacco and other drugs among adolescents, in grades 7-12, will increase by 2 yrs. by June 30, 2010.
Objective 5: The proportion of adolescents, in grades 7-12, who perceive great risk associated with consuming five or more alcoholic drinks at a single occasion once or twice a week will increase by 25 percent by June 30, 2010.
Objective 6: The proportion of adolescents, in grades 7-12, who perceive disapproval of alcohol and other drug use by peers and adults will increase by 25 percent by June 30, 2010.
Objective 7: The rate of mandatory referral to juvenile court for alcohol or drug related arrests will increase by 15 percent in _______________ by June 30, 2010.
Objective 8: The rate of participation in _____ referral for school policy violations related to alcohol and other drug use will increase by 15 percent in all ___________________ schools by June 30, 2010.

Objective 1-6 will be measured through the administration of the Coalition for a Drug-Free Greater Cincinnati Student Drug Use/PRIDE Survey instrument to 7th through 12th grade students in the ______________schools/district during the fall of 2005, 2007, 2009. Objectives 7 and 8 will be measured through the collection and review of archival data filed in the ______________Sheriff’s/Police Department and Juvenile Justice system and the afore mentioned school systems.

Related to Goal 2, the following objectives have been identified:

Objective 1:  _________________will be a viable non-profit organization with sustainability and status in the community as a local resource and clearinghouse for information about alcohol and other drug abuse prevention and positive youth development.

Objective 2:  _________________will sustain relationships with city, state and federal governments to maintain ongoing support of policies and procedures that minimize risk factors in the community and that promote protective factors.
