Suggestions for Developing a Radio Ad

· Engage students in the process. Have a contest to write a radio script open to students. Have them submit their messages and have the student record the script for air on local radio stations. 
· You may also want to use a local celebrity or a community leader to record the script that your coalition can take to local radio stations.

Drug-Free Action Alliance Sample Radio Scripts:
:60 General Perspective

Announcer:

TEENAGERS LOVE TO PARTY – ESPECIALLY DURING PROM AND GRADUATION SEASON. OFTEN ALCOHOL IS INVOLVED. SOME PARENTS THINK THAT HOSTING THEIR TEENAGER’S PARTY IN THE HOME WILL KEEP THE KIDS OUT OF TROUBLE.  WE KNOW YOUR INTENTIONS ARE GOOD, BUT YOU MAY NOT UNDERSTAND THAT IT’S ILLEGAL, UNSAFE AND UNHEALTHY FOR ANYONE UNDER AGE 21 TO DRINK ALCOHOL.  DID YOU KNOW THAT PARENTS WHO HOST LOSE THE MOST?  HERE ARE THE FACTS:  IF YOU MAKE ALCOHOL AVAILABLE AT TEENAGER PARTIES, YOU CAN BE PROSECUTED.  IF YOU ALLOW TEEN DRINKING PARTIES IN YOUR HOME, YOU CAN BE PROSECUTED.  EVERYTHING ASSOCIATED WITH SUCH A VIOLATION; INCLUDING PERSONAL PROPERTY CAN BE CONFISCATED.  SO PARENTS, PLEASE PROTECT YOURSELVES AND YOUR KIDS – DON’T BE A PARTY TO TEENAGE DRINKING.  DO YOUR PART TO MAKE THIS PROM AND GRADUATION SEASON SAFE FOR EVERYONE.  THIS IS A PROGRAM OF DRUG-FREE ACTION ALLIANCE.

Student:

Announcer:

You may not hear your child say this, but it is fact. And the fact is, Parent’s Who Host, Lose the Most; Don’t be party to teenage drinking. It’s against the law.

:30 Law Enforcement Perspective

Parent:

Officer, I took away their car keys and I told them they were not allowed to leave our house. I figured if I hosted the party, they were at least off the streets.

Officer:

Sir, underage drinking is illegal. As a parent, you cannot allow your child’s underage friends to possess or consume alcohol on your property, not under any circumstance. As an officer, I can now confiscate any alcohol, money or property used in committing this offense. Plus you’ve placed yourself at legal risk for being sued, facing a hefty fine or even jail-time.
